This week I attended the Southwark Diocese 
Headteacher Conference on the theme of Catholic 
Education: Valuing the Individual which opened 
with Mass celebrated by Bishop Philip Moger.  
The first day focused on celebrating diversity and 
valuing inclusion through the lens of Fratelli Tutti.

Too often, we 
dismiss bullying as ‘just banter’. We will remind 
children that we do not have to be best friends 
with everyone and we do not always agree, but we 
can choose respect and unity. We will be asking 
children to wear school uniform with odd socks on 
Monday to show that we are all unique and 
different and that we should be kind to each other 
and respect each other’s individuality. No money 
is being collected as the day is about awareness.
